Title

Indicate the subject matter of the proposed new standard

Example: Electrotechnical products-Basic environmental procedures

Scope

Give a clear indication of the coverage of the proposed new work item and if necessary for clarity, exclusions

Purpose and justification

Give details based on a critical study of the following elements wherever practicable:

a) The specific aims and reasons for the standardisation activity, with particular emphasis on the aspects of standardisation to be covered, the problems it is expected to solve or the difficulties it is intended to overcome.

b) The main interest that might benefit from or be affected by the activity, such as industry, consumers, trade, government, and distributors.

c) Feasibility of the activity: are there factors that could hinder the successful establishment or general application of the standard?

d) Timeliness of the standard to be produced: is the technology reasonably stabilised?  If now, how much time is likely to be available before advances in technology may render the proposed standard outdated?
